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A commitment to the world for opportunities to achieve the
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) and cocreate for the future

In the Bid Dossier submitted as a candidate to host Expo 2025 and the Registration Dossier
submitted on formal registration of the Expo, the Japanese government promised to the
world that Expo 2025 Osaka, Kansai, Japan would provide opportunities to achieve the
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) and co-create for the future. Theme Weeks are
intended to fulfil this promise.

Significance

Bringing the wisdom of the world together for
solutions to shared challenges

In its 1994 General Meeting, the Bureau International des Expositions (BIE) resolved that
Expos should serve as venues for solutions to humanity's shared challenges.

The Dubai Expo in 2021, delayed one year by the COVID-19 pandemic, was held at a
time when various restrictions on people's movements remained in place around the
world. Despite this unprecedented challenge, the Dubai Expo proved a great success and
featured numerous examples of efforts toward solutions reflecting the 1994 BIE General
Meeting's resolution. Among these, it was the first Expo ever to adopt Theme Weeks,
which can be described as symbolic of the Expo's meaning in a new age.

Considering building further on this inherited legacy of the Dubai Expo to be animportant
role, Expo 2025 Osaka, Kansai, Japan will continue the Theme Weeks programme.

World Expos have been held continually for more than 170 years since the first, in 1851
in London. While the world has experienced numerous dramatic changes over this
period, the Expo too has evolved with the times. Nevertheless, the Expo's universal value
of bringing the world together in one place for half a year remains unchanged. Human
civilization has grown to the extent that it threatens the environment of the planet, and
humanity remains unable to find a way out of division and conflict. As such, the Expo,
as a place that brings the whole world together, can be said to be growing even more
important. The Theme Weeks programme is an effort to draw this meaning of the Expo
into even stronger relief, as a platform for generating the vitality needed to move the
world toward a better future.

Expo 2025 Osaka, Kansai, Japan's Theme Weeks look at issues shared by all humanity,
through eight sub-themes of the Expo. Each of these eight themes poses questions to
encourage dialogue among the countries, regions, international agencies, companies,
citizens' groups, and other Expo participants from around the world, in which each can
express its own views and listen to those of others to generate shared understandings.
They also serve as platforms for interaction among people taking practical action through
business.

Theme Weeks will serve to bring the world's wisdom together for solutions to shared
challenges.



Programme Structure

Joining with the world to

build a bright future full of life

Aiming to build a bright future full of life together
with the world, the Theme Weeks programme will
be implemented through cooperation between
the countries and regions from around the world
participating in the Expo and regions of the host
country Japan.

For this reason, the programme consist of
programmes conducted on the Expo venue,
categories into five tracks by Expo participants,
and Theme Week Connect for connecting with
the regions of Japan. The programme on the Expo
venue also will implement Agenda 2025, planned
and implemented by the organizers of Expo 2025
Osaka, Kansai, Japan themselves.

Each programme will be conducted in one of
the following forms: discussion programmes for
exchange of opinions among experts from around
the world, on stage or in other forms; receptions
and other business exchange programmes for
business matching and other purposes; and
exhibition programmes including activities such as
exhibits and presentations in exhibition halls and
similar venues.

People can participate in Theme Week programmes
from around the world through the Virtual Expo,
and video archives will be retained as a legacy
even after the end of the Expo.

Women'’s Pavilion WA Space

A three-part panel discussion. Panelists include the
mayor of Sabae City, women who are active in Sabae,

a city of manufacturing,the JK Division of Sabae City
Hall, Friends of the United Nations, with which the
municipality collaborates, and people who are leading
the way in promoting SDGs from an international
perspective.

Ochanomizu University, home to Japan's first Institute for Gendered
Innovations (IGl), will host an event to explore the concept of
Gendered Innovations.

The event will include a lecture featuring case studies and both
domestic and international trends in Gendered Innovations, a panel
discussion with researchers, presentations by Ochanomizu University
students, and an introduction to the Intersectional Design Cards.
Participants will have the opportunity to learn and reflect on how
research and technology development through the lens of Gendered
Innovations can contribute to building a society where everyone is
valued and respected.

Belgian Pavilion

The panel on Gender, Dignity, and Social Inclusion explores the vital
connection between human dignity, equality, and societal inclusion.
Through their extensive experience in academia, policy, and advocacy,
the speakers examine persistent forms of bias and exclusion based

on gender, sexuality, and social identity. They highlight concrete
institutional practices that promote dignity and inclusion, from rights-
based approaches in public policy to innovative educational programs
in gender studies.

The discussion also addresses the challenges of engaging conservative
spaces, the role of legal frameworks, and strategies to translate human
rights principles into practical outcomes, aiming to ensure that no
individual is left behind in both academic and societal contexts.

Theme Weeks Studio

At the Jellyfish Pavilion, under the theme of “Peace and Human
Rights,” we explore the sensibilities, creativity, and life-affirming
power needed to live together beyond divisions. In the Japanese-
language session, we engage with LGBTQ+ activists, a female
neuroscientist, and others to examine issues such as gender,
disability, and generational gaps from multiple perspectives. In
the English-language session, we learn from Indigenous cultures
including the Maori of New Zealand and the Baka people of
Cameroon. Through the power embedded in festivals, performing
arts, and traditional crafts, we reexamine the state of our society
and corporate cultures today.

Theme Weeks Studio

In today's society, which is more divided than ever, human-
to-human dialog can bring an end to human conflicts.

With speakers who have faced the world's division at

the frontline and reflected on Japan's peace from global
perspectives, we will discuss the importance of dialog and
imagination.

Theme Weeks Studio

Under the theme Under the theme of "Peace, Human Security, and
Dignity," a dialogue will explore ways to overcome divisions and
work towards a future of unity and shared prosperity. Filmmaker
IKAWASE Naomi will participate in a talk event alongside a special
guest."Promotion of women'’s participation," we invite a woman
who is working towards a radiant future through her unique
perspective.

UK Pavilion

The UK has a rich history of advancing women'’s rights.

From the Equal Pay
Act of 1970 to the Equality Act of 2010, trailblazing women have been at
the forefront of building collective movements for progress and justice.
But there remain stubborn challenges and barriers to women's full
economic, legal and social empowerment.

Linking speakers in the historic Great Room of the RSA in London

and in the UK Pavilion at Expo 2025 Osaka, this event will hear from
today's disruptors, influencers and innovators leading the charge for

the protection and advancement of the rights of women and girls in

the UK, and internationally - and for a future where everyone has equal
opportunity to achieve their full potential.

The thesis of this event is that OVOP: One Village, One
Product « Isson-Ippin », a concept born in Japan in the
1980s, represents a mechanism for endogenous and
decentralized development. OVOP initiatives may involve
agricultural and non-agricultural products, tangible and
intangible goods, traditional or innovative activities.

The philosophy of OVOP is rooted in the valorization of
biodiversity, local natural resources, know-how, traditions,
identity, and the geo-cultural heritage of communities.
OVOP Day will highlight both the Japanese and Tunisian
experiences in implementing this concept.

OVOP Day will particularly explore the potential of
Tunisian olive oil in its dual dimension. On the one hand,

it emphasizes the roots dimension: heritage, biodiversity,
territorial and cultural identity. On the other hand, it
highlights the wings dimension through PIST (Partnerships
in Innovation, Science, and Technology) to identify and
enhance its multiple virtues, whether culinary, cosmetic,
or therapeutic.

The importance of Theme Weeks in Expo history

Since the first Expo in London in 1851, World Expos have been held in numerous major cities around the world. The first
crop of Expos, held over the period of roughly 100 years from the mid-19th century, developed as opportunities for
expressing national prestige, centered on industry and trade. However, the world changed dramatically after two world
wars, leading to the aim to build a prosperous future through science and technology. In connection with this trend, the
corporate world came to play an important role in World Expos. However, the world again entered a new age as a rigid
focus on development led to severe environmental damage. Against the backdrop of these changing times, the 1994
BIE General Meeting established providing opponents for solutions to humanity's global challenges as the aim of World
Expos. Expo 2025 Osaka, Kansai, Japan is the fourth registered Expo to be held since the start of the 21st century. Each
of these has aimed for solutions to global challenges. As part of these efforts, the Theme Weeks established for the first
time in the most recent Dubai Expo attracted worldwide attention as symbols of the significance that World Expos have
built up over their history.
